age of 4, LOL! Despite accepting Jesus at a young age, it wasn’t until he was 17 that he
experienced the baptism of the Holy Spirit in a way that he likens to having finally put the
“batteries” into his Christian walk. We discuss how we each experience the Holy Spirit
differently, but His empowering presence is available to anyone who wishes to receive it.

Let’s Discuss...

* Do you feel you've experienced the Holy Spirit not just helping or encouraging you but
in such a way that truly empowers you to live the Christian life? Such as “putting the
batteries in”, as James describes. If not, can you identify any hindrances to this?

+ Nohora talks about how maybe God doesn’'t always “manifest” Himself in every
situation, or that maybe He’s always there but we aren’t always aware... Does one seem
more likely to you?

» Some of us have experienced the empowerment of the Holy Spirit in our lives,
and eventually felt it fade away. Why is this so? How can we sustain and grow this
empowering presence over the course of a lifetime?

* How often do you stop and really think about the fact that God, the Creator of the
universe, puts His Spirit in us...in you?! This is something to marvel at, not to take lightly!
How does it make you feel to deeply reflect on this? Does it feel empowering? Draw you
closer to Him?
